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Smart Plant Watering Robot

To address the challenge of efficient plant care, our team
developed a Smart Plant Watering Robot. This innovative
project aims to automate the watering process by detecting
the moisture level in the soil. When the soil is dry, the robot
activates a mini water pump to irrigate the plant and stops -
once optimal moisture is reached. The robot was built using Arduino and programmed using C++,
combining soil moisture sensors and simple electronics. It ensures proper watering, conserves
water and reduces the need for constant human monitoring—making it ideal for both home
gardening and agricultural fields. The students worked within the 3-hour lab session to design,
build, and test the robot. Their teamwork, creativity, and understanding of real-world applications
of Al and robotics were commendable. The project aligns with sustainable practices and
demonstrates how technology can support environmental care.
